Submissions should include the following information: title of poem; author’s name; and 
grade.  Use of copyrighted material is prohibited.  Plagiarized entries will be disqualified 

and returned to the student.  

Students must submit poems by Monday, November 9, 2009 to the front office.  Entries 
are judged on creativity and interpretation of the theme.

Prizes will be awarded for 1st, 2nd and 3rd place winners.
